 Do you want the tag returned to 

you? 

Anglers may keep or release the tagged 

fish.  

In order to receive your gift card; the tag 

must be returned to IDNR.

IDNR will use tag return information to 

evaluate harvest, fishing pressure, and 

migration of black bass in these rivers.
